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From the P.E. Department 
Greetings Shepherd Family! In an earlier newsletter, I talked 
about my plans for the physical education department here at 
Shepherd. Along with physical activity, I thought it was very 
important for students to learn about their health. So three 
weeks ago, we moved into the health portion of physical edu-
cation. 
 

Parents, if you’ve noticed that for the last couple of weeks 
your children have been coming home talking about eating 
better, you can attribute it to the first phase of our health  
cycle: Nutrition. With our young children getting accustomed 
to the fast-food lifestyle of eating out in excess, I thought it 
would be essential to give them knowledge about a healthy 
diet. This must first start with the food pyramid. At the end of 
this lesson, your children will know the 6 food groups and 
what colors they are represented by. In addition, they will be 
able to place the foods they eat each day into the different 
groups (except junk food), and tell the amount of servings of 
these foods that they should consume. 
 

I will also be sending a nutrition newsletter home this week 
giving you, the parent, information on how you will be able to 
assist in your child’s nutritional well-being. It is very impor-
tant that you read over it with your children, because they will 
follow the nutritional example that you set for them. I thank 
you in advance!

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Update:   
After meeting with Mona Maruca, our IB Regional Consult-
ant, last Thursday and Friday, several of the grade level teams 
are making some revisions to their units of inquiry.  Ms. Ma-
ruca’s input was most helpful and provided several options 
for or different ways of doing the units.  Our teachers are 
discussing in a collaborative way how to take advantage of 
those options.  Ms. Maruca also recommended to us an excel-
lent resource to provide training on the inquiry method of 
teaching.  Furthermore, she recommended two books by John 
Barell:  Project-Based Learning and Why Are School Buses 
Always Yellow?  On Ms. Maruca’s recommendation, we are 
planning to send Shepherd representatives to observe at 
Randolph Elementary School, another authorized IB World 
School in our area.  Randolph is in Arlington, Virginia. 
 
Our objectives for March are to continue and build on the 
February IB activities.  Here is a recap of those activities: 
 
1. Grade level teacher teams will continue to collaborate on 

constructing their units of inquiry. 
2. The full faculty will continue to collaborate on refining 

the school’s Programme of Inquiry (POI). 
3. Classroom and special subject teachers will introduce the 

Learner Profile attributes to students on all grade levels. 
4. Grade level teams will develop a first draft of the com-

plete PYP planner for the unit of inquiry that will be im-
plemented during the last six weeks of school. 

 
PYP Lesson of the Week:  Students Posing Questions 
One aspect of inquiry learning involves students posing ques-
tions rather than just answering questions.  At the beginning 
of a unit of inquiry, the teacher presents the central idea to

students and three to four “lines of inquiry” or topics that 
students will be looking into.  Then the teacher poses up to 
five “teacher questions.”  The teacher questions should stimu-
late the students’ curiosity about the topics and guide them 
toward posing their own questions.  Students then brainstorm 
lots of questions that reflect  their own particular interests.  
With the teacher’s guidance, each student then selects one of 
his/her questions to pursue.  As the unit progresses, each stu-
dent works on his/her individual inquiry as well as the activi-
ties that the entire class is doing.  In a PYP school, inquiry is 
used by all teachers, and students are encouraged to pose 
questions during many different types of learning activities, 
which may or may not be part of a specific PYP unit. 
 
Questions for reflection and discussion: 
Could you try getting your child to pose questions about a 
particular topic?  Since Spring is coming, and some families 
are planning a Spring vacation or a week of family activities 
in the DC area during the school break, try using the topic of 
Spring Break as a catalyst for questions.  You could make the 
topic more interesting by designating a location for a real or 
imaginary trip, such as the Eastern Shore or North Carolina.  
Ask your child, “What does the family need or want to know 
about this week, this trip or this place?” and “What do you 
want to know about it?”  Remember, let your child come up 
with the questions - then you have to 
answer them! 
 
And, why ARE school buses always 
yellow?  See what your children have 
to say about that.

Shepherd PTA members are invited to attend a special Legislative 
Workshop sponsored by the District of Columbia Congress of Par-
ents and Teachers (DC PTA) in collaboration with the National 
PTA. This event will be held on Saturday, March 7, 2009, 9 AM – 
12 Noon at the John A. Wilson Building (City Hall), 1350 Pennsyl-
vania Avenue, NW , Room 412. 
 

Each year, the National PTA staff and thousands of PTA members 
from around the country converge upon Capitol Hill. The purpose of 
these visits is to meet with members of Congress to advocate for the 
health, education, and well being of all children. In an effort to pre-
pare for these visits, DC PTA will provide advocacy training and 
information on key issues for DC children.  
 

A most important issue this year for DC parents, teachers, adminis-
trators, and our students is the Mayor’s proposed 2010 public school 
Budget. The Mayor will present his Budget to the City Council for 
review later in March. We need to be prepared to testify at the City 
Council’s public hearings, which will be scheduled in late March. 
Also, you will want to visit with Council Members to insure that the 
2010 public school Budget provides the full funding that our teach-
ers and administrators need to provide the quality education our 
students deserve. 

For this portion of the workshop, we have invited members of the 
City Council to meet with you and other PTAs from across the city 
to learn what information the City Council will need from you that 
will be helpful to the City Council as they review and move to ap-
prove a public school budget for 2010.  
 

The training is on Saturday, March 7, and the visits to the Hill (for 
PTA members) are scheduled for March 12. Only PTA members 
that attend the March 7 training may be eligible for the Hill visits. 
When you visit the Hill, you will be representing DC in addition to 6 
million other parents and other concerned citizens. During the Hill 
Visits, we plan to meet with Eleanor Holmes Norton in addition to 
other representatives that have oversight of the DC budget and re-
lated issues that impact our children.

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Literacy Corner 

 
 
Grocery Shopping and Literacy 
Whether grocery shopping is done at a large supermarket, a 
corner grocery chain, or a family-owned ethnic market, shop-
ping for food is an activity all families engage in. Children 
love to become involved in deciding what will be bought and 
finding it in the store. Young children can help decide what 
should go on the grocery list. Older children can do the writ-
ing. Everyone can look through the cupboards/cabinets to see 
what is needed, find the items at the market, and put them 
away when the family returns home.  
 
 

 
As children participate in grocery shopping, they are using a 
number of thinking skills that facilitate literacy development:  

• making direct connections between what is said and 
what is written,  

• recognizing logos and print on packages,  
• categorizing items, (fruit, vegetables, soup, cereal),  
• predicting what will be needed, and  
• figuring out what is missing.  

 
 
 
Children have a strong, 
relationship to food, and 
grocery shopping creates a 
meaningful, supportive 
environment for learning. 
 
 

Literacy Tips with Grocery Shopping 
 

1. Look through cupboards/cabinets to see what you 
still have and what you need.  

2. Have young children tell older children what to write 
on the shopping list.  

3. At the store, have children search for items on the 
shelves.  

4. Read over the shopping list and cross out items when 
they are found.  

5. Match coupons with item labels.  
6. Talk about how items are grouped together (all the 

soups, all the cereals, all the dairy).  
7. Once home, figure out where different items are 

stored. Which items are stored together?  
8. What did you forget? Start a new list and keep add-

ing to it during the week.

Daylight Savings Time Starts Sunday  
So Spring Forward! 

Daylight Savings Time now starts on the second Sunday of 
March. That means this coming Sunday, March 8. If you 
choose, you can set your clocks an hour ahead before you go 
to bed on Saturday night. 
 
But, because you’ll be losing an hour this weekend, you may 
want to try this helpful hint. Tonight (Friday), get everyone --
including yourself -- to bed 20 minutes earlier than usual. 
Tomorrow, make it 40 minutes earlier than usual (an extra 20 
minutes earlier than Friday) . Sunday, after the clocks have 
jumped an hour, go to bed at your “regular” time, which will 
be 20 minutes earlier than Saturday. When Monday morning 
comes, the effects of lost sleep shouldn’t feel so bad to you or 
your family. And you’ll be able to get to school on time with-
out the whining of “But I’m TIRED!” ringing in your ears. 
And since Shepherd Elementary is all about being on time 
and not being late, it’s better for everyone all around.
