of word meanings that we draw on to comprehend what is
said to us, express our thoughts, or interpret what we read.

Here are some vocabulary development activities for
your child:

Read Aloud: Of course, you've been reading aloud to
your child since he or she was born, but try reading books
with characters and plots.

Show and Tell: Play show and tell at home; whenever
you go somewhere, collect something to bring back. Have a
show-and-tell time when the family is together. Give your
child the floor to tell about his or her finding.

Talk: Be sure to speak at a higher level and they will
assimilate more words and advance quicker. Use a variety
of words to describe things; don't just use "good" and
"nice."

Label everything: Give your children as much vocabu-
lary as you can.

Strategy: Four Word Squares
Directions:

Fold a sheet of paper in four equal parts.

Write the target vocabulary word in the upper, left-
hand corner. Use unfamiliar words from various texts.

In the lower, left-hand corner, define the word.

Next, in the upper, right-hand corner, draw an icon,
logo, or sketch a picture to reinforce the word or list exam-
ples of the word.

Then, in the lower, right-hand corner, list some syno-
nyms and/or antonyms of the target word.
